 NECOLAICIUC   EXTRADITION

With the extradition treaty and surrender warrant signed by U.S. Secretary of State Hillary Clinton on April 8, 2011, former Director of the Romanian Railway Necolaiciuc   has arrived in Bucharest on April 20, 2011 where he will face criminal charges for public corruption. 

Once in Romania, the United States hopes that due process prevails in this case, sending a strong signal to those engaged in like activities, that corruption will not be tolerated at any level; and that those participating in such endeavors could face criminal charges.

In May 2007, the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) received a request for assistance from the Romanian National Anticorruption Directorate (DNA).  The request specified that DNA was investigating Mihai Necolaiciuc   and six others for “high level (public) corruption.”  Necolaiciuc and the others were accused of “illegal public procurements and the purchase of overpriced products in poor quality” and “other public corruption crimes” resulting in a financial loss to the General Director of the National Romanian Railways Company (SC CN CFR SA) in excess of 69,000,000.00 Euro for the Government of Romania. 

When it was discovered that Necolaiciuc fled Romania in early 2007 to the United States (U.S.), a joint U.S. investigation with the Department of Homeland Security, U.S. Marshals Service, and the FBI began. As a result, Necolaiciuc   was arrested in West Palm Beach, Florida and detained pending an extradition hearing in the United States District Court for the Middle District of Florida.  On March 1, 2011, United States Magistrate Judge Douglas N. Frazier rendered a decision in the case and ordered that Necolaiciuc be surrendered to Romania pursuant to applicable provisions of the extradition treaty between the United States and Romania.  Pursuant to the extradition treaty and applicable law, on April 8, 2011, U.S. Secretary of State Clinton signed the surrender warrant for Necolaiciuc   and thereby cleared the way for Necolaiciuc  to be extradited to Romania. FBI assisted the Romanian police with the extradition. 
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
